, with courage in my convictions and stuff heh heh) that I've played a game worthy of a win, but I also realise that I have to justify and explain a lot to, sort of prove that, I suppose.  And yeah, I'm hoping...

I'll be able to with the questions and such, so apologies in advance for any long/rambling answers.  I'm also going to genuinely be as honest as is sanely possible with the answers.  I guess you all know by now that...

honesty was never really a major feature within my gameplay, but I think this final TC is a little different….I think that's about it, so in the words of so many cheesy cheerleading films, bring it on I say (in a non

Thank you, Alex. Are you finished?
Final Two - Alex:
for the moment 

Webcam Host Rob:
Okay, Joseph, is there anything you'd like to say to start this off?
Final Two - Joseph:
yes..here it goes..
Final Two - Joseph:
I have a lot to say in this opening statement, but I'll try to condense it to be as small as possible. I want to start off by saying how great this game truly was. I had a blast, and I hope that everyone had a great time also.
Final Two - Joseph:
I'm definitely looking forward to all of your questions and statements, because I'm guessing that for some people, our answers to these questions will partially decide your vote. 
Final Two - Joseph:
As far as my strategy, obviously, it was to fly below the radar. I knew that there were so many outspoken, loud, leaders in our original tribe of 16, and I really thought that some people would clash because of their personalities, 
Final Two - Joseph:
so I just decided to lay low and not ruffle any feathers. 
Final Two - Joseph:
If I came across as undeserving, or like I didn't do anything to make it this far except for riding coattails, then I'm very sorry. 
Final Two - Joseph:
However, I disagree with that, because I did more on the strategy-side than just waiting to be told how to vote. I had to make several important decisions through the game, and I flipped alliances a few times.
Final Two - Joseph:
 Doing that takes a whole lot of looking before you leap. I definitely consider myself to be a good thinker when a big decision needs to be made. I weighed-in all of the options, thought about it, and made my decision from there. 
Final Two - Joseph:
So, what I'm trying to prove by this is that I did use strategy in this game, contrary to popular belief. 
Final Two - Joseph:
Finally, I just want to say that I really hope that each juror decides to vote on the basis of how we played the game and also how we answer your questions. 
Final Two - Joseph:
I'm looking forward to seeing what you all have to say!  I'm sure that if I didn't cover anything, we'll get to them in your questions. Thanks! 
Final Two - Joseph:
k..finished
Webcam Host Rob:
Thank you, Joseph. Thanks to both of you.
Webcam Host Rob:
Okay, both of you have gone as far as you can go in this game.
Webcam Host Rob:
Now, the power shifts from the tribe, to the seven players you had a hand in voting out. Directly or indirectly.
Webcam Host Rob:
Now, it's the jury's time to say what they feel needs to be said...
Webcam Host Rob:
They can a question...or questions.
Webcam Host Rob:
They can make a statement.
Webcam Host Rob:
So first up tonight is, Mike. Proceed...
Juror - Jeremy:
*testing this font for condensing my speech*
Juror - Mike:
Alrighty.
Juror - Mike:
::stands::
Juror - Mike:
(Note to everyone in chat room: please hold all comments until end of speech, it bugs the hell out of me when people interrupt. Yes, even those fucking smiley faces piss the hell out of me, don't do it. Thank you).
Juror - Mike:
(Another Note: If I just stop in the middle of my speech, wait a few seconds. It's the damned AIM rate limiting.)
Juror - Mike:
Well, well, well. The final two. Joseph and Alex.
Juror - Mike:
This game was quite interesting, I must say. It didn't end the way I expected it to at all.
Juror - Mike:
Looking at the cast, after the first few weeks, it looked as if the endgame was going to be an explosive battle between all of the superpowers after all of the less hardcore players were removed from the game. 
Juror - Mike:
I mean, we had started to filter out the nice guys, Kevin T and Rich, the unlucky strategists, Kevin K and Rob G, the less active players, Aaron and Josh, etc, etc, etc.
Juror - Mike:
My guess was, of course, that this pattern would continue. That the less focused players, less dedicated players, would be the first to go after the merge. 
Juror - Mike:
I foresaw a battle for power in the final six, between Myself, Nick, Bart, Jeremy, Steve, and Kevin.
Juror - Mike:
But that's not what happened. Everyone got too worried, wanted to secure themselves a spot in the final two. All of the superpowers plotted against each other too early. They didn't see the real threat of the game.
Juror - Mike:
The threat that a less-than-mediocre final two would emerge from this game of great players.
Juror - Mike:
And all of us on the jury fell victim to our own greed for power, and now we must make up for it by choosing one of the two standing before us to hold the title of sole webcam survivor. 
Juror - Mike:
And that's the person who outwitted, outlasted, and outplayed everyone else on this jury.
Juror - Mike:
I'm not going to get too in depth with my thoughts on either of you at this moment in time. I'd first like to ask a question, and afterwards, I'll address both of you with my thoughts.
Juror - Mike:
Now, I'm asking my question because I think it's fun, and I'd like to know the answer to it. I also think the rest of the jury may benefit from me asking it.
Juror - Mike:
Here goes …
Juror - Mike:
Get Ready ...
Juror - Mike:
I'd like you to go down the list of the members in the jury, starting with the most recent juror, Jeremy, to the eldest juror, Me. 
Juror - Mike:
For each Juror, I want you to explain who YOU think that person will be voting for tonight. Then tell me what YOU personally did, or did not do, to get this person to want to vote the way he is tonight.
Juror - Mike:
Do not refuse to answer this question. Do not give a non-conclusive answer. Tell me either ALEX, or JOSEPH, and why you think that is the case. Do not give me bullshit, do not avoid the question. 
Juror - Mike:
Do not give me the whole "Well, it could go either way, but …."
Juror - Mike:
I simply want a good, solid answer, with attached reasoning.
Juror - Mike:
That shouldn't be too much to ask.
Juror - Mike:
Joseph, you may start to answer my question.
Final Two - Joseph:
Okay...Jeremy- me. I think he'll do this because Alex voted him off when Jeremy thought that he would take in to the final 2.
Final Two - Joseph:
Darren- Alex. I think he'll vote for Alex because Darren is really good friends with him I believe, and Darren and I are not so close.
Final Two - Joseph:
Bart- Alex. Because I think Bart is pretty pissed at me for voting out Steve at the final 6 instead of Darren and I just see him wanting to &quot;get back at me&quot;.
Final Two - Joseph:
Steve- Alex because I voted him out and at this time I gave him the impression that I would vote for Darren so i bet he's a little P.O'ed
Final Two - Joseph:
Kevin- Me because Alex lied to him the time that he was voted out and told him he wouldn't vote for him at that time.
Final Two - Joseph:
Nick- Alex. I think Nick is the type of player that really really respects someone who strategizes their way and uses manipulation and deception and overall plays the game strategically.
Final Two - Joseph:
Mike- Alex for the exact same reasons as Nick. I don't know if this is true..i'm just using assumptions, but I just see Nick and Mike wanted the more strategical player to win the game.
Juror - Mike:
Thank you, Joseph. Alex?
Webcam Host Rob:
(for future reference: try to have your answers ready while the other person is responding)
Final Two - Alex:
ok, i'm not that sure what categories you guys are basing your vote upon, friendship, strategy or whatever, so i'm not going to presume that.  i'm going to assume you would all cast your vote the way i would cast my vote if i was...
Final Two - Alex:
on the jury, and that is based predominantly strategically
Final Two - Alex:
So, I think Jeremy will vote for Joseph, because he kind of told me he was going to 
 and I did stab him royally in the back.  I think Darren will also vote for Joseph because he played the game very honestly
Final Two - Alex:
, and I didn't.  I think he respects honesty and integrity and such, so will choose the player with more intact.  Bart is a hard one to guess, as I felt his personality changed dramatically after he had been voted out.  He 
Final Two - Alex:
seems to have a lot of venom for both myself and Joseph, but I think he will vote for me as I would like to think he can respect the fact that I 'outmanoeuvred' him.
Final Two - Alex:
I think Steve will vote for Joseph, because he has also told me that, and he doesn't lie 
.  I think Kevin will vote for me, because he was a strong strategic player in the game and I think he will respect that I also 
Final Two - Alex:
played a harsh strategic game.  I think Nick will base his vote around a similar logic, so I'm also hoping to get his vote.  And Mike, I think you will vote for me.  Of all the reasonings, this is the most shaky
Juror - Mike:
Thank you both very much.
Juror - Mike:
(You're done, right, Alex?)
Final Two - Alex:
honestly, it is mainly a gut feeling, but you were a very involved player, so I would hope you would see that in others, and I think between myself and Joseph, I was more involved
Final Two - Alex:
sorry, done now
Juror - Mike:
No, sorry for interrupting you.
Juror - Mike:
Thank you, Alex.
Juror - Mike:
Now, I'd like to address the final two one last time.
Juror - Mike:
Joseph. You came into this game as an enigma, as someone who no one knew anything about. You will leave this game as an enigma, as someone who no one knows anything about.
Juror - Mike:
The first week, I tried to petition to vote you out. They failed to realize the consequences of voting out Kevin Kibbey. The consequence is, of course, having to deal with you in the final two.
Juror - Mike:
Compared to almost everyone on the jury, you can officially be labeled as inactive. Yes, you showed up to challenges and tribal councils. Yes, you did fairly well when you were instructed to do things. But that's all you did.
Juror - Mike:
Your dedication to the game was just enough so that you were not removed by the host. Everyone else spent hours upon hours getting to know everyone in the game, writing complex confessionals, and doing video confessionals.
Juror - Mike:
To this day I still think you should have been the first person booted from this game. 
Juror - Mike:
In terms of strategy, I fail to see one, unless you call the 'existing' thing you did a strategy. Flying under the radar, in my opinion, is not a strategy. It's a disgrace.
Juror - Mike:
However, you're not out of luck tonight. You see, you're up against someone who, to be quite frank, not a lot of people like.
Juror - Mike:
Alex. You came into this game as a friend, to me you portrayed yourself as someone clueless, someone not too experienced. Someone who was just along for the ride, but was more active than Joseph.
Juror - Mike:
The minute you voted me out, I knew you were not that type of player. Then came Nick, and Kevin, and so on and so forth. You've got the knife in this game, and it's covered with the blood of everyone on this jury.
Juror - Mike:
You backstabbed at least three of us, and had a part in voting everyone one of us out. Had it not been for you, the game would be quite different.
Juror - Mike:
I'm sure you read my final words, saw my final video, and my interview. I'm sure you do realize I was quite pissed off. You were the swing vote. You gave me the impression that you would be on my side. 
Juror - Mike:
While you never officially said "Michael, I'm not voting for you", your attitude in our conversations made it seem as if you could be trusted, and that, to me, is a lie.
Juror - Mike:
However, you're not out of luck tonight. You see, you're up against someone who, to be quite frank, not a lot of people like.
Juror - Mike:
Alex vs. Joseph.
Juror - Mike:
One of you will be the representation of what it takes to win a game such as survivor webcam.
Juror - Mike:
.
Juror - Mike:
I am done commenting on the final two. I would now like to approach the jury and state my opinions on several matters.
Juror - Mike:
Give me a minute to compose my thoughts ...
Juror - Mike:
(Rate Limiting)
Webcam Host Rob:
Okay...
Juror - Mike:
Hello, Jury.
Juror - Mike:
I've just stated some facts above about how the final two played this game. But tonight is not about the two people sitting up there now. Tonight is about the Jury, and which one of those two people is more deserving.
Juror - Mike:
My opinion is that one of them is more deserving than the other.
Juror - Mike:
Some of you know who I am voting for tonight, some of you can only assume.
Juror - Mike:
I'll tell you right now. My vote is for the better player.
Juror - Mike:
And that player is Alex.
Juror - Mike:
Congratulations, Alex. You'll be receiving my vote tonight. Hopefully you'll get six other votes from the jury.
Juror - Mike:
However, that may not be the case.
Juror - Mike:
You see, tonight's vote will be determined by those who want Alex to win, and those who don't want Alex to win. 
Juror - Mike:
It will be determined by those who have the power to see past the fact that they were victims to his killer strategy, to the fact that Alex had the best strategy out of everyone on this jury.
Juror - Mike:
Those who are too childish to do this, who will vote for Joseph only because they want to spite Alex, are fools. They are sore losers. 
Juror - Mike:
They are, in Bart terminology, "pieces of trash". Alex clearly had the better strategy. Alex was clearly more dedicated to this game.
Juror - Mike:
Joseph, it's not that you're a bad person. You're a great person, with a great personality. I am not criticizing you. I am criticizing the way you played. It's just that your strategy did not agree with me. At all.
Juror - Mike:
Now, when I think of a winner of a game of this nature, I think of someone who was dedicated, someone who had good strategy, and someone who will represent the game itself.
Juror - Mike:
In terms of dedication, you have to be a complete moron to not see that Alex was dedicated. He was at a loss already because of his time zone, but waking at 2:00 in the morning, twice a week. 
Juror - Mike:
Now that's dedication. Joseph, on the other hand, needs to work on that a little bit.
Juror - Mike:
Joseph, only appearing for the bare essentials of the game in order to be called active. I'm sure everyone is in agreement that he was the least active of everyone in the game, or at least everyone on the jury tonight.
Juror - Mike:
In terms of strategy … Alex had the killer strategy. Literally. He knew how to play this game. He saw that every one of us on the jury had potential to win this game. 
Juror - Mike:
He made the best choices when he did, in order to eliminate all possible threats for his race to the finish. And he did that. He eliminated all possible threats from the game. 
Juror - Mike:
You see, Joseph is not a threat to Alex tonight.
Juror - Mike:
Tonight, Alex is threatened by those on the jury who will vote for Joseph only to spite Alex. 
Juror - Mike:
Everyone on the jury has something in common, and that is that Alex affected each one of us during gameplay. He was solely or partly responsible for all of us sitting here on the jury tonight. 
Juror - Mike:
He knew what he was doing, and he executed his strategy to near perfection. Had Alex not done what he did at all of those tribal councils, he would have sacrificed his chances at this game. 
Juror - Mike:
In terms of representation of the game, Alex clearly represents what it takes to win the game. I would not be surprised if Joe disappeared off the face of the earth after this final tribal council. 
Juror - Mike:
Alex played the game marvelously. Joe just existed within the game.
Juror - Mike:
Now, by all means, if you want to vote for Joe because you think he had the better strategy, because you think he was more dedicated, or because you think he's a good representation of the 100 days spent in this game, so be it.
Juror - Mike:
I'll have a really hard time believing your reasoning on that, however.
Juror - Mike:
Just don't vote for one person only for revenge or out of spite.
Juror - Mike:
The fact of the matter is that Alex deserves the title of Sole Webcam Survivor.
Juror - Mike:
And any of you egotistical fuck-tard jury members who think they are doing the intelligent thing by voting for Joseph only because "Alex screwed me over, this is payback", I pity you. 
Juror - Mike:
It's sad, and it brings nothing to your character.
Juror - Mike:
(sorry, I needed those last two comments to boost my drama-ratings. :P)
Juror - Mike:
So, I guess I'm done!
Juror - Mike:
Bravo to both of you, Alex and Joseph, for outlasting everyone on the jury and getting into the final two. Good luck to you with the vote, Alex.
Juror - Mike:
I am now finished with all statements. Thank you.
Juror - Mike:
::sits down::
Webcam Host Rob:
Wow. Thank you, Michael.
Juror - Mike:
You are welcome.
Webcam Host Rob:
Okay next up is Kevin. Kevin, you may begin...
Juror - Kevin W.:
Alright guys. See this font? I don't know if you remember, but I do. I typed in this font on Day one...it has been one hundred days since then. I never expected the tow of you to be here, but I jut wanted to give you something to...
Juror - Kevin W.:
think about. No matter what anyone says. You do deserve it. You are in the fianl 2, and we, the jury, are not.
Juror - Kevin W.:
It has been a little more than a month since I was voted out of the game, and I still feel like I should be sitting where you guys are. I won't deny it, I feel like I should have atleast had a chance of being there
Juror - Kevin W.:
But that could not happen, because someone who I thought was my close friend and ally, betrayed me, betrayed our alliance, and decided to be selfish and vote me out. 
Juror - Kevin W.:
So, now I am back to decide who my vote for the sole survivor will go to. 
Juror - Kevin W.:
This vote is really hard for me, why? Because I really like both of you? Sorry, but no. That is not why this vote is hard. 
Juror - Kevin W.:
It is hard because first, both of you voted me out, two, in terms of the game; I really don't like either of you. Okay, so I'm not voting for the person I liked the best. 
Juror - Kevin W.:
So, what am I doing? Voting for the lesser of two evils? Nah, that's kind of dumb too. I am basing my vote on who played the best game.  
Juror - Kevin W.:
Alex, I would not doubt that we would be great friends in the real world, and that we will continue to talk online, but as for Survivor Webcam 4.0, you are the person I never expected to be in the final 2 tonight.
Juror - Kevin W.:
Your demure, and probably your attitude was what fooled me. The dumb, British guy who is shy and quiet, is the one who stabs me in the back. You also lied to me, about quite a few things.
Juror - Kevin W.:
. But one of them, being the reason why you voted me out. I have heard many stories, and still - I don't believe any. 
Juror - Kevin W.:
You voted me out, it's that simple. I expected a simple answer, but I did not get one. You tried and participated in challenges, made many friends, and essentially got yourself to this spot. 
Juror - Kevin W.:
Along the way you betrayed your friend Mike, went along with Darren, Jeremy, and myself to betray Nick, I was next on your list, then Darren, and finally Jeremy. 
Juror - Kevin W.:
Dude, you backstabbed everyone in the Axis alliance, that you were a part of, and you are in the final two. That is amazing. So, congratulations and good luck tonight. 
Juror - Kevin W.:
Joseph, Joseph, Joseph. Week one Nick formed the Axis alliance, and included you in it. I never fully expected to stick with it, but the idea grew on me and I became dedicated.
Juror - Kevin W.:
I picked you to be apart of Tapajos, because I knew I could trust you. I had a great time with you on the tribe, however at times, were inactive. 
Juror - Kevin W.:
You and Josh left the relay race up to Kevin T and I, and you show up late with an excuse. That is not a good tribe member. 
Juror - Kevin W.:
Anywhoo, stupid me, come merge time, I assume you are still with us. I assumed wrong. You have switched sides to the &quot;other&quot; alliance. Surprised? Nah, not really. 
Juror - Kevin W.:
You tend to use people and take the easy way out. So, throughout the weeks I never see you on, you could use your pacific time as an excuse, but I talked to Rich basically every day. 
Juror - Kevin W.:
So, you are kind of screwed in the excuses department. The weeks go on, the audience chooses you to go next, but you never do. You keep slipping through the cracks, why? 
Juror - Kevin W.:
Because anyone could win against you Joe. They know you are easy to use, so they just keep you there, &quot;one week longer.&quot; 
Juror - Kevin W.:
I guess the one week longer turned into you surviving until the final 2. That is amazing, in a different way. 
Juror - Kevin W.:
It is very interstring to see that boht of you think you will be recieving my vote.
Juror - Kevin W.:
But, one of you assumed wrong.
Juror - Kevin W.:
Alex, I'll start with the questions for you.
Juror - Kevin W.:
(I have a few)
Juror - Kevin W.:
(one at a time)
Juror - Kevin W.:
First, since I think Jeremy should have won, and deserved it, why do you deserve to win more than him? 
Final Two - Alex:
can i answer one at a time ?
Juror - Kevin W.:
Yeah. That one first.
Final Two - Alex:
k, well i think i deserve to win more than jeremy because i voted him out.  it was a really hard decision to make, but it one i had to make.  jeremy was an excellent player of the game in my eyes, and i felt that i would lose if..
Final Two - Alex:
i faced him.  so i had to make sure that i didnt, and i think that foresight is important.  
Juror - Kevin W.:
Secondly, I want the real reason you voted me out...
Final Two - Alex:
well it's not just one reason, it was a combination of things really.  after nick had gone i felt you were probably controlling axis, and i needed to dismantle that - there was also the problem of your final 2 pact with jeremy...
Final Two - Alex:
i know you both denied it, but i didnt believe you.. and well, this is within the context of the game only ok, but i felt you were a little bit arrogant.  back in TC6, when KT got voted out, it was just a ...
Final Two - Alex:
throwaway little comment, where you said you hadn't tried your hardest, and that irritated me at the time.  it had a tiniest bit of influence when it came to that vote, but mainly it was because i had to even out the axis and non..
Final Two - Alex:
axis people
Juror - Kevin W.:
Thanks Alex, finally good to hear the strategy side...And lastly, who, besides you and Joe, do you feel deserves to be in the final 2 tonight, and why?  Please be honest. 
Final Two - Alex:
thats almost impossible for me to say, because, going by the way the game has played out, i think joseph and i deserve to be here simply because we managed to get here.  if you mean in general people who i feel deserve to have made.
Juror - Kevin W.:
(no one can be your asnwer, alex)
Final Two - Alex:
the final 2, then i think there were a number of strong competitors.  to narrow it down to 2, which i hope is what you mean..
Final Two - Alex:
oh ok, i will say no one then 

Juror - Kevin W.:
Sounds good

Final Two - Alex:
sorry, i lost the plot there a bit
Juror - Kevin W.:
Haha, I'm done frying you alex.
Juror - Kevin W.:
Thanks again

Juror - Kevin W.:
And Joseph, since you haven't portrayed many of these, what do you think are some important qualities a Survivor should have? 
Final Two - Joseph:
I think that a true survivor should have a three main qualities... Strength in challenges, Good relationships with everyone in the tribe, and a working strategy that will take them to the end.
Juror - Kevin W.:
(Done?)
Final Two - Joseph:
I'll go in-depth, lol..
Juror - Kevin W.:
(Let me know when you are finished)
Final Two - Joseph:
Strength in challenges because, obviously, immunity keeps you safe in a game of eliminating other members. You might not need challenges to get to the end, but you need to have the will-power and determination to do well in..
Final Two - Joseph:
the challenges whether they are for immunity or challenges inside your camp.
Final Two - Joseph:
you also need strong relationships with people, because obviously, if you don't you probably will get voted off! I was fortunate because I had a lot of luck in this department, admittably, which helped me get this far, lol...
Final Two - Joseph:
finally you need a strategy, because if you wander through the game without one, you'll be caught off-guard one day and get voted out.
Final Two - Joseph:
The game is about strategy
Final Two - Joseph:
k that' s it
Final Two - Joseph:
that's*
Juror - Kevin W.:
Also, why do you deserve to win more than Alex, and again, which two would you like to see in the final 2 tonight, and why?
Juror - Kevin W.:
Without Alex, you wouldn't be here Joe, remember that.  Thanks for listening and congratulations once again. Excellent game both of you. 
Final Two - Joseph:
I think I deserve to win more than Alex in my opinion because I played more honestly than he did. Other people think that you should win based on your gameplay too, so everyone will have different opinions about that..and as far as 
Final Two - Joseph:
the other people in the final 2..
Final Two - Joseph:
it would be Jeremy because he helped me the most in the game out of everyone, and also Bart because he was a really good friend to me, and I felt pretty guilty when he got voted out.
Final Two - Joseph:
that's it.
Juror - Kevin W.:
Okay, thanks. JUst a few more things.
Juror - Kevin W.:
I wrote one of your names down yesterday, and sent in my vote. However, I felt wrong. The vote felt pointless, the person I voted for did not deserve the title of Sole Surivvor. So, I cancelled it.
Juror - Kevin W.:
And, I just want to apologize to eveyrone for being a cocky little 15 year old, my game attitude is definately different than in real life. And thank you to Rob for a great game...
Juror - Kevin W.:
and thank you to everyone on the jury, because without all of you, I wouldnt be here.
Juror - Kevin W.:
Buona Fortuna

Webcam Host Rob:
Why thank you, Kevin. 
Webcam Host Rob:
Steve, you may proceed now...
Juror - Steve:
I'll start with my statements first.
Juror - Steve:
Joe how can this be it's amazing you got this far.  I really am at a loss for words as to what to say about you, so this will be short.  I don't know you at all even though at one time we were working togeth
Juror - Steve:
our contact was limited.  Not interacting with the tribe is a big aspect of the game but somehow you pulled it off
Juror - Steve:
I'm pretty sure a lot of people feel you have no right being up there tonight but I think you do. 
Juror - Steve:
You came in second several times in immunity challenges, flying under the radar is a feasible game plain, and well your sitting up there speaks for its self. 
Juror - Steve:
now alex 
Juror - Steve:
Alex I truly underestimated you in the beginning of the game.  I never envisioned you sitting up there tonight.  
Juror - Steve:
When merge came though my opinion changed and the relationship we had pre-merge, I felt like it may be the right time to build something more.  
Juror - Steve:
I must admit, I was pretty Japaru exclusive when talking to people but you were one I actually wanted to know 
Juror - Steve:
and allowed to get to know me.  I trusted you. But why? I knew the way you were playing the game, you were out for yourself and only yourself 
Juror - Steve:
with no allegiance to anyone. You were like a new fad always doing something new, each week by changing sides.  But like I said I trusted you and honesty is a virtue I 
Juror - Steve:
admire and expect from my friends.  Something you could not do.  I asked you to tell me when I was going.  I don't enjoy surprises, grant it I wasn't present for my boot, but my 
Juror - Steve:
departure wasn't a last minute decision. Right now I have no idea who I'm going to vote for, its gonna be a last minute decision for me just like you claimed you did when you 
Juror - Steve:
voted for me.  
Juror - Steve:
Oh and by the way when we made that pact not to vote for each other, I am a MAN of my word, I won't vote for you tonight. Unless you prove to me you're the better BOY to win.
Juror - Steve:
Now the questions 
Juror - Steve:
this question may be asked a lot…..I still have not heard  a reason from either of you as to why you voted for me….Why did you?
Juror - Steve:
Alex first 
Final Two - Alex:
well at the TC you went, i had decided it was you or bart that was going, because again you were a solid final 2 pairing, and i wanted to split you up.  i also felt more secure with darren and jeremy.  i was gunning to vote bart..
Final Two - Alex:
out, i really was, because he knew about the fake convo thing from the previous TC, but then Bart won immunity.  and so it had to be you in my eyes, although i would like to point out that i didnt find out that Bart had won till..
Final Two - Alex:
after i'd spoken to you and so yes, it genuinely was a last minute thing, but the way I saw it, you were going with or without my vote - that sounds more harsh that i intend it to, i just mean i wasn't going to make it a tie
Juror - Steve:
done?
Final Two - Alex:
i think so yes
Juror - Steve:
Joe
Final Two - Joseph:
alright..
Final Two - Joseph:
I voted for you out of pure selfishness. I knew you would have 3 votes your way anyways, so my thoughts were &quot;if I vote for Darren tonight, then it'll be a tie and who knows what will happen then!&quot;
Final Two - Joseph:
 I did not want a tie at all, so voting for you would eliminate that possibility. Also, I heard things going around that you and bart were tricking me and that you were voting for me at the next time.
Final Two - Joseph:
I really didn't trust you at that point, and I wanted you gone because like I said I thought you would turn on me. It was strategic on my part to do this also, because I thought it would help me in the long run.
Final Two - Joseph:
So those are the reasons why i voted for you that time..
Final Two - Joseph:
done.
Webcam Host Rob:
...
Juror - Steve:
i have one more question 
Juror - Steve:
Alex and Joe tell me why each person on the jury is not sitting up there tonight what were our flaws. And refer to mike's question no bullshit answers.
Juror - Steve:
Joe first 
Final Two - Joseph:
k...
Final Two - Joseph:
Mike isn't sitting up here tonight because he was seen as a threat, plain and simple. It was obvious to see how strong he was, not mainly at challenges, but mainly involved with the game. He was a die-hard player which is great, but
Final Two - Joseph:
a few people got really nervous about him.
Final Two - Joseph:
Nick isn't sitting up here because he held a powerful spot as the main leader of the axis. Everyone knew about him being the leader, and decided to vote for him. As far as the people in the axis voting for him..I'm not exactly sure
Final Two - Joseph:
why they did it, but i think it was because they thought they didn't need him? Correct me if I'm wrong, but that's what i think..
Final Two - Joseph:
Kevin isn't sitting here today because he filled in the leadership role of the axis when Nick was voted out. The people in the Axis didn't want to vote him out, but the other Japaru's voted for him because he was a huge threat with 
Final Two - Joseph:
everything.. And also obviously, Alex voted for him which sealed the deal.
Final Two - Joseph:
You aren't here today, steve, because you were also a huge threat in challenges. On a personal basis, like I said in the last question, I decided to vote for you that time because I thought you were voting for me at the next TC. 
Final Two - Joseph:
Also knowing that it could be a tie influenced me..
Final Two - Joseph:
Bart isn't here because he ruffled some feathers in the game, and he was viewed as on the outside of an alliance. At that challenge everyone eliminated him, and he pretty much knew he was going.
Final Two - Joseph:
Darren isn't here.. hmm this one is harder, .. I don't think darren is here today because of being such a likable threat. The reason I voted for him was because everyone likes him a lot and respects him, and come down to the final 2
Final Two - Joseph:
, he would be a major competitor to win.
Final Two - Joseph:
Finally, Jeremy isn't here simply because alex didn't want to compete with him in the finals because he was viewed as a threat in alex's eyes.
Final Two - Joseph:
k..done.
Juror - Steve:
k Alex 
Final Two - Alex:
I'm taking this to mean the flaw that meant they got voted out…, this might be kind of repetitive in my case lol.  I think Mike's flaw was probably his trust in me, in that although I was considering both sides of the alliance...
Final Two - Alex:
coin I chose to vote against him.  I think Nick's role as a leader wad a definite flaw, it set him up as a target and, yeah, people were always trying to vote out the other threats.  
Final Two - Alex:
I think KW's flaw was probably the combination of overconfidence and his trust in me, Steve I think you flaw was probably that you were too rigidly associated with one 'side' of the game.  Bart got his reputation ...
Final Two - Alex:
badly tarnished in the game, both due to his own actions and other peoples and I think this negative opinion of him proved costly.  Darren, well Darren was just too honest in my opinion, you always knew where...
Final Two - Alex:
he was standing, so it was easy to work around him.  And Jeremy, well yeah, Jeremy's flaw was also his trust in me.  
Juror - Steve:
I'm done 
Webcam Host Rob:
Thank you, Steve.
Juror - Kevin W.:
Wait
Juror - Kevin W.:
can i say something, or no rob?
Juror - Jeremy:
no, shutup

Webcam Host Rob:
Not right now...
Juror - Kevin W.:


Webcam Host Rob:
Next up Nick...you may proceed, Nick.
Juror - Nick:
I'm a traditional player. I hate chances and lucky occurrences. I believe in a solid power source, mastering it, and breaking everything down to black and white. 
Juror - Nick:
Breaking down the biggest threat in your way is the only way to win the game. Axis is a clear representation of my core beliefs in Survivor. 
Juror - Nick:
(Now, it is odd, because Joe, you were an original member of Axis, and I remember specifically that Alex was brought in as your replacement after the RobG-4 alliance was revealed. 
Juror - Nick:
There’s some irony there but I don’t know exactly where to pinpoint it.) If one lets Democracy run rampant in the game, there is no control. 
Juror - Nick:
Breaking down the democratic system is the only way to hold control of the game, 
Juror - Nick:
and I admire anyone who is able to do this. Ask yourselves; what feats have you both broken down to control your own fate? 
Juror - Nick:
Now the rules of Survivor clearly state that placement within the game has a direct correlation to the three basics. And it's so cliche to name them, but whatever: outwitting, outlasting and outplaying. 
Juror - Jeremy:
(nick, alex was brought in to replace rich, because he was sucking up to everyone, remember?)
Juror - Nick:
With this said, each jury member fell due to one mistake or another. Getting to the final two is about adaptation, and the ability to learn from mistakes. 
Juror - Nick:
Getting the title of Sole Survivor is the amount of control you possessed in each stage of adaptation. I want each of you to tell me what you learned from each juror, 
Juror - Nick:
going from Mike (who made the earliest mistake) or Jeremy (who made the most recent). 
Juror - Nick:
This is different from Steve’s question, as I do not want to know the person’s flaws alone. I want to know how to ADAPTED to these shown mistakes. 
Juror - Nick:
This will also illustrate your sense of picking up on keen events in the game which display the behavioral trademarks of any given castaway.  
Juror - Nick:
State each mistake each juror has made, specifically, and precisely state what you learned from that individual. 
Juror - Nick:
And for closing, tell me which incident in the game best represents you controlling your own fate. Answers may be as long as you’d like. 
Juror - Nick:
Joe?
Final Two - Joseph:
okay..
Final Two - Joseph:
Mike- The mistake he made was being seen as a threat. Everyone knew he would be a big competitor, not necessarily w/ challenges..but with the strategical side. From this mistake, I learned that you could not be too visibly strong in
Final Two - Joseph:
any aspect of the game, whether it was @ challenges, or strategically (being seen as a alliance leader etc.)
Final Two - Joseph:
Nick- The mistake you made was being seen as a leader of the remaining axis alliance. I learned that you really shouldn't be viewed as a leader, but rather be a follower in a sense, that people wouldn't want to target you because of
Final Two - Joseph:
your position in an alliance.
Final Two - Joseph:
Kevin- He took over the leadership role after you left, and the Japaru's saw him as the biggest threat on their side, and Alex then turned on him. He reiterated (sp?) the example of not trying to be at a leader position in an 
Final Two - Joseph:
alliance, but rather as a follower in a way.
Final Two - Joseph:
Steve was seen as a threat in challenges, because he had won a couple with pretty large margins between the 2nd place person. I learned that you shouldn't show your strengths in any aspect of the game to anyone. People can perceive 
Final Two - Joseph:
your strength's to be a problem for them later down the line, and then they might want to vote you out for posing a problem to their strategy.
Final Two - Joseph:
Bart- He ruffled feathers because he was very outspoken and he spoke his mind all the time. This a great quality to have in life, but not really good in Survivor. I learned from him that you should never be abrasive in a way, and
Final Two - Joseph:
cause conflicts because of your beliefs..it is great to stick up for what you think is right or what you believe in, but in Survivor, that can only pose a problem if other people perceive you to be abrasive and brash.
Final Two - Joseph:
Darren- Very very likable person and people saw that as a huge threat down the road if he made it to the finals. If he would have made it to the finals i'm sure he would have a great chance @ winning.. I don't think that you should 
Final Two - Joseph:
be unlikable on purpose so that people wouldn't think of you as a likability threat, but Darren showed me that being a nice guy and be a problem. People can look at you and see a final 2 hazard written all over you, and want to get 
Final Two - Joseph:
you out for being so likeable.
Webcam Host Rob:
...
Final Two - Joseph:
Finally Jeremy- He was voted out because Alex thought he couldn't beat in in the finals, or it would be a really close vote. I learned from Jeremy basically the same things as Darren. Jeremy was a great player in the game, and i 
Final Two - Joseph:
guess alex was threatened by that.
Final Two - Joseph:
k
Final Two - Joseph:
that's it
Juror - Kevin W. has left the room.
Juror - Nick:
wait
Juror - Nick:
I also asked what is the best instance in the game that displays how you controlled your own fate?
Final Two - Joseph:
oh sorry..
Juror - Kevin W. has entered the room.
Juror - Kevin W.:
(i'm here)
Webcam Host Rob:
(it's ok 
)
Final Two - Joseph:
I guess my fate in this game was not trusting everyone so much. I tend to trust everyone a lot and then they can backstab me rather easily, so it would be not trusting people as much as i normally do. I was very paranoid throughout 
Final Two - Joseph:
the game, and I kept on my tippy-toes a lot to make sure i wasn't getting fooled.
Juror - Nick:
Is there any specific point in the game which clearly shows this statement of yours?
Juror - Nick:
Like an example
Final Two - Joseph:
no, i'm sorry..it's just throughout the whole game, I never trusted someone completely until they earned my trust. I guess Jeremy is an example. To be honest, I was fishy of him at first...
Final Two - Joseph:
but after a while he got my total trust in the game.
Juror - Nick:
Thanks Joe; Alex?
Final Two - Alex:
I'm not so sure mike made mistakes by himself, other than perhaps his bond with Japaru.  I suppose you could say I learned from that to always be sure you are voting with a majority.  But in terms of Mike becoming a juror...
Final Two - Alex:
it did mainly come down to him being perceived as a threat, whether that was a valid judgement or not.  It reinforced my belief that to survive, you have to stay reasonably out of the limelight.  This got 
Final Two - Alex:
furthered when you got booted, as you said in your final words, anyone who takes on a leadership role will get booted.  I realised from this that the best thing to do was to continue setting myself up as a necessary 
Final Two - Alex:
second or third vote in an alliance, needed for the immediate vote but eventually dependable.  This meant I could continue switching back and forth with some justifications for my actions.  
Final Two - Alex:
When KW got booted it reminded me never to presume anything.  I'd always been wary of planning much in advance, but in the week or two coming up to KW's boot, I had begun to.  His boot shook up the game
Final Two - Alex:
and I think I learnt from that that it is best to stick to the week you're in when thinking strategically.  With Steve and Bart, again I think it was the minority alliance thing, but also the importance of immunity.  Especially 
Final Two - Alex:
with the dwindling numbers, had either of them won immunity the week they were booted, I think the order of bootees would have been different.  This was particularly hit home in the plate smashing challenge, something
Final Two - Alex:
about the elimination style really made me realise how immunity odds are stacked against you, and how important immunity can be.  Without repeating myself too much, from Darren's 'mistake' being his 
Final Two - Alex:
honesty and integrity, I knew that I had to keep as many options open as possible, and suspect every option open regarding the other players.  I was never joking about my paranoia at TC, I was always prepared for last minute 
Final Two - Alex:
changes, and adaptability.  With Jeremy, well yes, his mistake was trusting me, but I wasn't really able to learn from that as after I voted him out, there was nothing much else to do in terms of strategy
Final Two - Alex:
I suppose for future reference, yes it further reinforces my cynicism and suspicious attitude of people.  In general, I think I have learnt from the jury the need to be an unknown quantity to a degree.  I think most of you guys 
Final Two - Alex:
were voted out because people worked out where you stood in the game, and realised how that could have a negative effect on the,.  I learnt and noticed that by continuing to switch and swap, no one truly knew where 
Final Two - Alex:
I was standing, I see that as helping - the overall need to continually adapt to a situation.  Survivor is never constant, so I have learnt that gameplay should mirror that.  
Final Two - Alex:
Oh and I just saw Joseph's answer, and it triggered a thought.  Regarding Bart, I saw how his message board posts weren't going 
Final Two - Alex:
down well and they were affecting how people saw him in the game.  I definitely learnt from that to keep my own posts to a  minimum on the board.  
Final Two - Alex:
The second question, the controlling of my fate.  I think the one defining example of this is when I voted out Jeremy, just because it demonstrated beyond doubt that I was playing for myself only, and that
Final Two - Alex:
I would do what was necessary to get myself further.  I think a lot of my votes from the jury onward illustrate this (the KW vote, the Bart vote) but this vote sums it up best I feel, in its brutal nature
Juror - Bart has entered the room.
Webcam Host Rob:
(welcome, bart)
Juror - Jeremy:
holy mother of god!
Juror - Jeremy:


Juror - Bart:
I'm feeling very make-uped right now
Juror - Darren:
Right in the perfect spot/timing lol
Webcam Host Rob:
(shhhh)
Juror - Jeremy:
(the anti-christ has spoken 
)
Juror - Jeremy:
ok
Juror - Nick:
Alex, you finished?
Final Two - Alex:
yeppers
Juror - Nick:
I will not be revealing my voting intentions tonight, as I generally abide to traditional game styling. I feel that it is not my position to persuade other jury members on how to vote, 
Juror - Nick:
even if it is just a little push in any certain direction. Although I would never tell, that is hardly a form of persuasion as it is for a jury member 
Juror - Nick:
to rally for other jurors to vote for a specific person. This is my warning to the jury.  The jurors hold a separate spectrum of rules than those of the remaining castaways. Alliances and pacts are to be non-existent
Juror - Nick:
.
Juror - Nick:
To vote as a pact would be blaspheming the name of the game itself. There will be no form of retaliation from me to stop these affairs, as that would be hypocrisy on my part. 
Juror - Nick:
The Sole Survivor title is what everyone has desired from onset, 
Juror - Nick:
and it is an indubitable misconduct on your responsibilities as a juror to cast your vote in any way as a consequence of someone’s actions outside of either Joe or Alex. 
Juror - Nick:
I wish well- but not luck- to the Jury and to the Final Two. Deus ex machina.
Webcam Host Rob:
Thank you, Nick.
Webcam Host Rob:
Jeremy, you may approach the jury...
Juror - Jeremy:
(Lemme just say, that your questions stem from what I say, so you 2, make sure you read it all or else you'll be lost, and ill be sad that you didnt read what i wrote, lol)

Webcam Host Rob:
*tree branch falls*
Juror - Darren:
What about me LOL
Juror - Jeremy:
Guess what I did today you 2? I went to the hospital to get a splinter taken out of my foot, lmao. Leave it to Jeremy to go to the fucking doctors to get a splinter taken out. Aww! You guys!

Webcam Host Rob:
(wait your turn darren lol)
Juror - Jeremy:
(oh yeah you guys, feel loose too, feel free to laugh at whatever, i really dont care, lol, i lovey ou guys regardless)
Juror - Darren:
(I thought we were goingin order sry)

Juror - Jeremy:
You guys are yet to bash each other! Im very proud of that. I feel as though when I get older, I wont vote for the candidate in elections who makes the first bashing commercial, just because it's dirty.

You guys havent made any commercials about each other! yay! Wtg, lol
Juror - Jeremy:
You guys played so good! Im so happy for the two of u, lol. Ok, tonight, I have an individual question to both of u, and I have a same question for yall, so be cool, go to school, don't Kevin W Drool.
Juror - Jeremy:
Im actually skimming a little bit off here, just because I can, because I must &quot;turn to the jury&quot;. 
Juror - Jeremy:
Mike, how fucking dare you say that tonight. You told me before that &quot;Jeremy, a lot of jury members are mad at you for trying to convince them how to vote&quot;,
Juror - Jeremy:
 when I had only talked to Kevin W about how I would, and I only talked to Nick about how I might.
Juror - Jeremy:

Juror - Jeremy:
Because little did anyone else know, that you decided to continue to play the game after you were voted out?
Juror - Jeremy:
You would get snipits of everyones conversations, just for showing Bart. Despite what everything came out to think, Bart was not a mastermind this game.
Juror - Jeremy:
If anyone remembers, Bart wasn't a good player until Mike was voted out. And we all fucking wondered where Bart got so many chats from, eh?
Juror - Jeremy:
Bart played by what you sneaked him, Mike, and if anyone in the game comes out a piece of trash, it is you and Bart. That was disrespectful what you did to Joseph right now…
Juror - Bart:
What the hell are you talking about
Juror - Jeremy:
I went into the Tribal Council with respect for you, and now I leave with none
Juror - Jeremy:
I could care less if you are trying to get &quot;drama points&quot;, making drama is one thing
Juror - Jeremy:
 hurting someone's feelings that cared about you in the game, who flopped alliances pre-merge just because he liked you, and just because he wanted to be friends with you afterwards, is another
Juror - Jeremy:
and that is fucking bullshit
Juror - Jeremy:
 So everyone…lemme just say this, then.
Juror - Jeremy:
If you vote Alex tonight, you are a fucking piece of shit to listening to what Mike said, to being Mike's little bitch. Mike has gotten everything he wanted from the game: 
Juror - Jeremy:
Popularity in alumni, popularity amongst the host, and a deffinate spot in 5.0 no doubt
Juror - Jeremy:
Why do we have to give him more? How awesome are our votes going to look, when we say &quot;oh, im voting Alex because…um…Mike told us to, he he!&quot;
Juror - Kevin W.:
(jealousy)
Juror - Jeremy:
(but then again, im still undecided, so yall better answer well 
)
Juror - Jeremy:
Again, I love you guys so much, lol. Seriously though, we had so much fucking fun that final week. I could care less about strategy that week, because the three of us had SO MUCH FUCKING FUN.
Juror - Jeremy:
There was no more petty bullshit…just us 3, having a few giggles about what happened in the game, stress was out the door, the game was ending
Juror - Jeremy:
and thank you for the both of you for letting me get one last taste as to why you 2 are where you are J.
Juror - Jeremy:
Joe, not often in a game do you see someone slightly inactive go to the final 2, mostly they get cut off at final 6 or before. 
Juror - Jeremy:
But u were different…u knew exactly when and how to make it to the final 2, when it came to flopping alliances and everything, and looking as the easy-way-out to win.
Juror - Jeremy:
 I guess tonight that thought will be proven true or not, lol.
Juror - Jeremy:
Alex, I have to congratulate u, because of the fact that back in the 2nd week of the game…u were picked by Xingu, only by default because no1 else would pick u, and now u are winning potential.
Juror - Jeremy:
 I also have to congratulate u on ur deep seed planting when it came to friendships that u could easily screw over at anytime
Juror - Jeremy:
 because once someone starts playing with the emotional factor, like me and others in the game, u can take them out in an instance
Juror - Jeremy:
Again, I love u guys to death, but tonight I'm afraid I have to get harsh on you guys when it comes to questions. If u are going to be the winner of 4.0, u might as well be able to handle pressure.
Juror - Jeremy:
And based on what the jury wrote about u guys in their final words…u guys are going to have plenty of it, lol. Good luck you guys!
Juror - Jeremy:
*Alex, tell me when you are ready, your question is first*
Final Two - Alex:
i'm down wid it 

Juror - Jeremy:
A to the lex
Juror - Jeremy:
lol
Juror - Jeremy:


Juror - Jeremy:
*im about to get mean, sorry alex and joe, i gotta, lol*
Juror - Jeremy:
Ok, Alex, as u already know, I'm still pretty hurt by what you did. We created the strategy of the final 2 way back in Xingu, I think it was at…final 12? Final 11? One of the two. 
Juror - Jeremy:
Every1 thought it was either me/nick, or me/KW.
Juror - Jeremy:
What every1 didn't notice, was that u, Alex, were in my final 3 plans with every1 of my F2 alliances…u figure someone would of caught on eventually, lol, but they didn't.
Juror - Jeremy:
No1 saw it until it was too late. And then we have the chance to finally make it happen, and u say &quot;nah, I change my mind, I want the easy win&quot;, and took Joe.
Juror - Jeremy:
 u would 100% have my vote tonight, had u of not told me that our friendship meant nothing to u.
Juror - Jeremy:
 I should of noticed that our friendship was fake, because u had shown me chats from other people, where u would pretend that u would vote with Japaru at the merge
Juror - Jeremy:
or that u wouldn't vote them that tribal council, and we'd both have our giggles
Juror - Jeremy:
 Little did I know, u were doing the same exact thing to me. My question to u is, who of the Jury did u also fake friendships with?
Juror - Jeremy:
I mean, I know that I know, but I'm not sure if they do. Please, for the first time in the game, be honest?
Juror - Jeremy:
*aw, that was mean, im sorry, lol*
Final Two - Alex:
well before i even answer, i take issue with the accusation your throwing at me.  maybe i'm being arrogant to say so
Final Two - Alex:
but i think i made maybe one fake friendship with people on the jury, i'll come to that later
Juror - Jeremy:
well, a fake friendship or a fake alliance, whichever you label it
Juror - Jeremy:
it's all the same to me, really, lol
Final Two - Alex:
but what i have really been confused by is that people who have been voted out, yes i voted out my friends, but in my mind that doesn't completely invalidate the friendship
Final Two - Alex:
they are totally different to me
Final Two - Alex:
i'm confused now, sorry, do you want me to talk about friendships or alliances ?
Juror - Jeremy:
well, they were probably alliances to u
Juror - Jeremy:
so yeah, alliances
Juror - Jeremy:
im sorry for being confusing, lol
Final Two - Alex:
well, i suppose, all of my alliances were to a degree, fake, because in the end, i knew i would have to screw a lot of people over.  that was how i chose to play this game, i felt it was a safer strategy to confuse and lie.. 
Final Two - Alex:
to people than be honest and face possible retribution
Final Two - Alex:
however, this wasn't at all linked to friendships
Final Two - Alex:
i would like to think i have made some genuine friendships through this game, and granted my actions may have hurt them but..
Final Two - Alex:
the way i see it, and i could have a warped perspective, i'm the first to admit it, a true friendship would need to survive outside the game
Final Two - Alex:
for it to do that, to be self sufficient, then well, the voting out 'experience' would hopefully not break it up completely
Final Two - Alex:
i'm sorry if my explanation isnt that clear, this has been a really big issue for me, but it is hard to put into words
Juror - Jeremy:
ok...so what you are telling me is that when asked to join an alliance, you couldnt of just said no, because you might pick up the slack at the next TC or something?
Final Two - Alex:
yes
Juror - Jeremy:
ok, because I COMPLETELY understand where you are coming form, then
Juror - Jeremy:
thanks! and sorry for being a big meanie, tehe
Final Two - Alex:
because the way i felt the game was shifting
Final Two - Alex:
slack one round could become the majority the next
Juror - Jeremy:
exactly
Final Two - Alex:
and yeah, i'm done and i coped 

Juror - Jeremy:
lol
Juror - Jeremy:
ready joe?
Final Two - Joseph:
yes, ready

Juror - Jeremy:
Alright Joe, it's your turn. u are going to be hit hard tonight when it comes to &quot;u were inactive&quot; questions, so I wont go there.
Final Two - Alex:
brb, apologies, my 2 hr net connection is about to die
Juror - Jeremy:
Joe, back in the first week of the game, me, u, and Kevin W created a final 3 alliance. I got word from others that u were a potential first vote-out, and I didn't want that
Juror - Jeremy:
 because I wanted u to make the final 3 with me and KW
Juror - Jeremy:
 I worked my ass off, that entire week, to make sure that u would be fine. Do u know how hard it is to convince people like Steve to decide not to vote out someone inactive? I worked hard, and I got u safe, 11-5.
Juror - Jeremy:
Who was on the other side?
Final Two - Alex has left the room.
Juror - Jeremy:
Mike and Bart.
Juror - Jeremy:
 At final 13 or 12 or so, we find word that u flopped alliances and worked with Mike and Bart and Steve. This is the point where Alex was drawn into the final 3 plans, and took ur spot just because of what you did.
Juror - Jeremy:
Throughout the remainder of the game, people like Bart and Steve would make fun of u all the time, trying to convince us to vote with them to get u out, and to sacrifice u instead of one of them.
Final Two - Alex has entered the room.
Juror - Jeremy:
We would tell u about this kind of bullshit that they were saying, and for some reason, it took u until the final 6 to finally realize that they weren't who you expected.
Juror - Jeremy:
 It's kinda really funny, though, that the old final 3 alliance defect, is now up against the new final 3 alliance defect. My question tonight for u is…
Juror - Jeremy:
What is the difference between ur defect from the alliance, and Alex's, in the sense that I should vote for u over him?
Juror - Jeremy:
and if you need help, i consider alex's defect from the Kevin W boot
Final Two - Joseph:
Okay, well first of all the reasoning as to why I jumped ship on the whole Axis alliance was because you guys found out that I was in a seperate alliance with Rob G, Rich, and Kevin T. Then, I was showed chats and conversations
Final Two - Joseph:
saying that you were voting me out first chance you get. This is what made me go to Japaru and want to stick with then. I think that I had more of a valid reason to switch alliances than Alex did @ the Kevin W boot.
Juror - Jeremy:
Seriously though Joe, I honestly do not remember saying anything about voting you off first chance i got. I am really sorry if i had, it was out of strategy or something
Juror - Jeremy:
but im really sorry if something like that is going to get u screwed in the end
Final Two - Joseph:
I know what you are talking about, but I was shown chats by nick saying you all wanted me gone
Final Two - Joseph:
not by nick..
Final Two - Joseph:
but someone showed me a chat with nick
Final Two - Joseph:
and involved him saying he wanted me out
Final Two - Joseph:
so that really put me into frantic mode
Juror - Jeremy:
ooh, ok
Juror - Jeremy:
i understand
Juror - Jeremy:
And finally, for the both of u…If u thought those questions were hard, just u wait for this one…
Juror - Jeremy:
Once the game is over, do u both think we could still be friends and all? Friendship is something I hope to hold closest to me when the game is through, and I want to hold that with people like the 2 of u.
Juror - Jeremy:
Alex start this one off
Juror - Jeremy:
joe has started a lot of tonight
Final Two - Alex:
yes, as i think i said already, and if not i have meant to, i would really like to continue our ghetto fabulous friendship.  however, as you said, you did get hurt when i voted you out, so i will admit i have been kind of wary...
Final Two - Alex:
speaking to you because i didnt want to be seen to be rubbing salt into your wound, i love my metaphors 

Juror - Jeremy:
lol
Juror - Jeremy:
salt tastes good
Final Two - Alex:
i hope when all is said and done, yes i would very much like that
Juror - Jeremy:
ok, cool
Juror - Jeremy:
joe?
Final Two - Joseph:
Most definately. You told me days ago that I needed to get my butt online way more during the summer and I intend to do just that. In a game like Survivor it's hard to trust someone and be really good friends with them, but 
Final Two - Joseph:
we were very close friends even in a manipulative game like Survivor. I think that we'd be even closer friends in the summer
Juror - Jeremy:
yay, my ghetto fab friend and my summer chat guy
Juror - Jeremy:
score
Juror - Jeremy:
Oh boy…tonight is crazy you two, lol. Right now, I have a picture of a vote for Alex with my thumbs down, and Joseph with my thumbs up. Alex with my thumbs down because he screwed me over
Juror - Jeremy:
Oh boy…tonight is crazy you two, lol. Right now, I have a picture of a vote for Alex with my thumbs down, and Joseph with my thumbs up. Alex with my thumbs down because he screwed me over
Juror - Jeremy:
oh, that sure did copy twice
Juror - Jeremy:
now didnt it

Are you done, Jeremy?
Juror - Jeremy:
, and joseph with my thumbs up because he has just been really cool with me throughout the game
Juror - Jeremy:
Good luck, may the best friend win 
. 
Juror - Jeremy:
mhmm

Thank you, Jeremy. Darren, you may proceed...
Juror - Darren:
Ok
Juror - Kevin W.:
(its 12 am

Juror - Darren:
Well hello Joseph and Alex.Congratulations to the both of you for making the final 2.
Juror - Darren:
I can blabber on and on like some juror's might, but I plan to keep it short and simple. I can go on and on about how you should not be there, 
Juror - Darren:
but you outwitted, outplayed, and outlasted every jury member, this had to have happened if they are sitting in the jury box, and you are sitting over there.
Juror - Jeremy:
i blabbered on an on 

Juror - Darren:
That's all I have to say, let's start with Alex, are you ready?
Final Two - Alex:
yeppers
Juror - Darren:
I have a couple for the both of you
Juror - Darren:
What was your man reasoning for choosing Joseph over Jeremy for a final 2 partner? If it was for a easy win please tell me why you would have a better chance of winning against Joseph then Jeremy.
Juror - Darren:
main*
Final Two - Alex:
it was purely because i felt i stood a better chance against joseph.  i felt that way because, well i think i had played really well, i had played hard and pissed people off and such.  jeremy had managed to do the same thing..
Final Two - Alex:
except it looked to me like he hadnt actually pissed anyone off
Juror - Darren:
(please say when you are finished)
Final Two - Alex:
and in my mind, not pissing people off in comparison to me would mean jeremy winning.  if he was in the final 2, he would have probably got my vote, and basing it on that as well i decided he would be an unwise opponent to take..
Final Two - Alex:
i'm done
Juror - Darren:
Joseph, are you ready for your first question?
Juror - Darren:
Thanks Alex
Final Two - Joseph:
sure! im ready
Juror - Darren:
This is not intended to be mean, just an observation
Juror - Darren:
You were rarely ever online, do you think that it is fair that you be here when you only showed up for the tribal councils and for the immunity challenges??
Final Two - Joseph:
it's okay Darren... I told Jeremy when he was voted off that I felt very guilty due to the fact that I was in the final 2 and he wasn't. Of course being in the final 2 was great, but I thought that Jeremy deserved it way more than 
Juror - Darren:
(please also mention when you are done)
Final Two - Joseph:
I did. So definately, i feel guilty being up here rather than the jurors.
Final Two - Joseph:
i'm done.
Juror - Darren:
Now I have two tasks for you, and I will start with Joseph again

alright
Juror - Darren:
Joseph, please list each Jury member from the most liked to the least liked (no explanation)

After that, I am done (sorry for all the questions)

May the best man win
Final Two - Alex:
winning immunity in the final 3 clinches it for me, because it was a totally new feeling for me, and i had been hoping for it, but sort of telling myself i hadnt won it so i wouldnt feel too bad.

Okay...
Final Two - Alex:
and then i was lucky enough to win it, albeit with a little bit of deception, and the feeling was just amazing, i was squealing so loud only dogs could hear

Favorite experience in the game was probably when the new Japaru tribe won those 3 immunites in a row, because I'm pretty sure i would have been gone if we didn't win & I was really excited when it finally sank in that we won

all 3 of them

thanks darren
Juror - Darren:
No problem, thanks for answering my questions, I hope you enjoyed them
Juror - Darren:
May the best man win
Webcam Host Rob:
Thank you, Darren...
Juror - Darren:
(Rob I have to run, and I have emailed you my vote)
Juror - Darren:
Congratulations to the both of you
Webcam Host Rob:
(okay)
Final Two - Joseph:
bye
Webcam Host Rob:
And finally, our last juror tonight - Bart. Bart, you may begin...
Juror - Bart:
Good evening Backstabber & Inactivity
Juror - Bart:
When I sat down to write my little speech for tonight I had a tough time on what to say
Juror - Bart:
I thought of different ways of addressing the two of you.  
Juror - Bart:
At first I thought I'd start off by calling you two dirty rat vermin.  
Juror - Darren:
Bye!! (sorry for interupting)
Juror - Darren has left the room.
Juror - Bart:
However, I felt since I have rats as pets, and they do not nearly compare to such trash as you, it would be an insult to them to compare them to society's rubbish.  
Juror - Bart:
The two of you, while many can argue, are undeserving of making the final two.  
Juror - Bart:
There are many players that were in the game that gave more dedication and time to the game.  
Juror - Bart:
I'm not saying that I deserve to be up there either
Juror - Bart:
But other players certainly did more for the game than you.  
Juror - Bart:
After a lot of thinking I decided that I would address you each individually tonight.  
Juror - Bart:
Joe, I will start with you.  
Juror - Bart:
Well, I have to say that you have surprised us all by making the final two.  
Juror - Bart:
Personally I think you don't deserve to be in one of those two seats tonight.  
Juror - Bart:
While you did come around and actually come online once in a while towards the end of the game, you spent the entire first half of the game never online unless there was a challenge or a Tribal Council.  
Juror - Bart:
It's actually quite sad that you didn't go first week.  
Juror - Bart:
I really had no good feelings towards you at all in the beginning of the game…until you got put on Japaru with me.  
Juror - Bart:
And when you knew you were in trouble, you sold out all of your previous allies in order to stay in the game.  
Juror - Bart:
However, what you don't realize is that if Mike & Steve hadn't of spared you, then it is possible the three of us would have gone farther in the game and not have been targeted by Xingu & Tapajos.  
Juror - Bart:
I think I only had one non-game conversation with you this entire game…and that was the chat about wrestling…which I won't go into because it was quite graphic.  
Juror - Bart:
Anyway, as you probably already know, I really don't care whether you or Alex wins this game, so how you answer this question could very well get my vote.  
Juror - Bart:
My question to you is, do you truly feel you have put enough time and dedication compared to everyone else, to say that you truly deserved your final two spot?  
Juror - Bart:
And if you don't feel this way, who do you feel does deserve your final two spot?  
Juror - Bart:
Please let me know when you are finished
Final Two - Joseph:
Nope. Definately not. Jeremy deserves this spot because he was a great player in every aspect and also he helped me out a whole lot.
Final Two - Joseph:
finished
Juror - Bart:
Alright, now on to Alex…and let me put it this way…I did not save the best for last.  
Juror - Bart:
Alex, I have to say you have successfully backstabbed every jury member.  
Juror - Bart:
But there was one this you never got out of this game that other players did.  
Juror - Bart:
And that was strong relationships with other players in the game.  
Juror - Bart:
I really never felt hatred to you in the game, until the last week I was in it.  
Juror - Bart:
Apparently, after Kevin W's boot you told him that I made up fake conversations in order to persuade you to vote him.  
Juror - Bart:
But that wasn't true at all, because the truth was that you didn't want to take blame for you actions.  
Juror - Bart:
So this obviously leads me to believe that you weren't truly behind what you did, almost like you were ashamed.  
Juror - Bart:
But what really tossed me over the edge about you was your decision to take Joe to the final 2 because you wanted the "easier" win.  
Juror - Bart:
If you truly felt you have played the game with such intensity and integrity as you claim, then why would you even worry about an "easier" win
Juror - Bart:
My question to you tonight is why did you feel it necessary to first of all lie to Kevin W and second of all convince him that I was a cheater in the game?  
Juror - Bart:
Please let me know when you are finished
Final Two - Alex:
well, a couple of things i take issue with from your little rant.  i have never claimed to have played the game with integrity or such, so yeah.  and it's quite a simple reason, i felt the need to lie because otherwise my... 
Final Two - Alex:
position in the game would have been greatly jeopardised.  you had already laid the groundwork as the sort of evil role (in fact i feel the quote 'do you want a cookie or a small parade ?' is very relevant here, you seem to be...
Juror - Bart:
Okay yeah that's why you made that snobby ass remark to me a week or so ago
Final Two - Alex:
whining as much as you claimed Rob G was) but yes, back to my point, you set yourself up in a bad role
Final Two - Alex:
and i simply capitalised on it
Juror - Bart:
Yes, but I never did anything to you
Final Two - Alex:
that didnt bother me, survivor is a game of elimination
Juror - Bart:
What is the point in winning when you walk away with a patt on the back
Juror - Bart:
That's all you will get from this game
Final Two - Alex:
i disagree completely
Final Two - Alex:
while you may be very embittered and such, you dont really know what i will take from the game
Final Two - Alex:
as you dont know what the experience has been like for me
Juror - Bart:
Endulge me with your thoughts
Final Two - Alex:
from this game, i will take some hilarious memories from tribal and individual challenges
Final Two - Alex:
i will take away some very funny ghetto chats
Juror - Jeremy:
ghetto fabulous*
Final Two - Alex:
and i would hope to take away some genuine friendships
Final Two - Alex:
yes, the friendship part is potentially out of my hands
Final Two - Alex:
i accept that, but still, i will take away a hell of a lot from the game
Final Two - Alex:
one of which would be a positive outlook, do you wanna share that ? it seems to be lacking in your case 

Juror - Bart:
Excuse me?
Final Two - Alex:
does something need explaining ?
Juror - Bart:
So it's wrong for me to tell you how you played, but you can tell me how I played?
Juror - Jeremy:
Round 1 *ding ding*
Final Two - Alex:
i'm making an observation based upon the chats i have had with you since you have been voted out
Final Two - Alex:
all of which have consisted of you bashing me and those left in the game
Juror - Bart:
And I'm making observations based upon what I've seen
Juror - Bart:
So don't give me your bullshit
Final Two - Alex:
if you find it to be invalid, fair enough disagree like i did
Juror - Bart:
You're not the Primus Inter Pares
Juror - Bart:
Get over yourself
Juror - Jeremy:
in dis carnaaaaa...weighing 32 pounds, the Englishmen, aleeeex
Juror - Jeremy:
im done
Juror - Jeremy:
lol
Juror - Kevin W.:
*giggles*
Webcam Host Rob:
Alright, let's not veer off track here...
Juror - Bart:
Anyway...
Juror - Bart:
 That is all I have to say to society's rubbish tonight, so whichever one of you claims the title of sole Survivor that's great, but you won't get any star treatment from me…you are only "blah" to me, and nothing else.
Juror - Jeremy:
I want some blah

Thank you, Bart.
Juror - Jeremy:
some blahbble gum
